Eligibility: Open to all male amateur golfers with a current USGA Index of 3 or less.  
 

Entry $ 150 per player - Includes two (2) days green fees and awards—power cart not included.  Deadline for entry 
Fees: is May 31st 2009, with no refunds after May 31st, 2009.  Please contact Tom Hamolka, Tournament Director, 

at 916-721-1643 or sac-golf@comcast.net regarding cancellations. Submission of a signed entry indicates 
willingness on the part of the player to abide by the rules and decisions of the Tournament Committee.  There 
will be a $20 service charge for all returned checks.  

 

Format:   Stroke Play over 36 holes with a maximum of 108 players.  The City Championship will conducted 
on the MacKenzie G.C. @ Haggin Oaks, with 18 holes on Saturday, June 13th & 18 holes Sunday, June 14th, 
2009.  Sunday pairings will be based on Saturday scores, with the leaders competing at the end of the field.  
Play will be in groups of four with 10-minute intervals from the 1st tee.  The first tee time will be 7:00 AM and 
the last tee time will be around 11:30.  Ties for the City Championship will be broken by a sudden victory 
playoff, starting on the 1st tee of the MacKenzie G.C. immediately following play.        

 

Awards: The player with the 36-hole low score will be declared the 2009 Sacramento City Men’s Amateur 
Champion.  His name will be inscribed on the perpetual trophy and he will receive a crystal to take home. 
The awards presentation will immediately follow play at the large tournament scoreboard.   Approximately 
25% of the field will be awarded with merchandise certificates.  All merchandise certificates are redeemable 
at either, Haggin Oaks, Bing Maloney or Bartley Cavanaugh golf shops for merchandise only.   

   

Rules:   All players are expected to register Saturday morning, June 13th, prior to their first round inside the 
MacKenzie Grille.  All play will be governed by the USGA Rules of Golf.  Cart usage is permitted during the 
tournament at such player’s expense.  Local rules, notice to competitors, pace of play policy, and hole location 
charts will be available at registration Saturday morning.  Players are responsible for being ready to play at 
their starting time.  The use of cellular phones or pagers during the event is prohibited.   

 

UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT—The use of abusive language, throwing of golf clubs, or other  
disruptive behavior will not be allowed—PENALTY:  DISQUALIFICATION 

 

Mandatory Tournament Dress Code:  Golf shirts with sleeves, golf shorts should be hemmed just above the 
knee, golf slacks (no jeans allowed).  Metal, penetrating golf shoe spikes are prohibited. 

 

Times:  Players must check in at the registration area located in the MacKenzie Grill 30 minutes prior to their 
scheduled start time.  Start times will be posted in the golf shop (916-575-2530) & available at 
www.sacgolfcouncil.org by June 7th, 2009.   

 

Qualifier: The Sac City Championship is one of 3 qualifying sites for the State Fair Championship (Sep 5-6-7, 2009) 
Labor day weekend at MacKenzie GC.  A maximum of 20 paid qualifiers out of the top 40 will earn a spot in 
the State Fair Championship. Qualifiers add $25.00 with this entry form, and deduct the amount on SFC 
entry. For additional SFC info go to www.statefairgolf.net.  Qualifiers must submit an entry for the SFC 
within two weeks after qualifying. Tournament scores are posted at www.sacgolfcouncil.org. SFC entry forms 
are available at www.statefairgolf.net.   Qualifying try, only once:  Sac. City, Sac. County  or Masters 
Tournament.
